DISSCUSSIONS:
(   Good turnout as Posse finishes its tenth year. There are seventeen organizations in Posse and twelve were in attendance.
(  Welcome to American Legion Riders, Post 703, and Furies MC, who just hooked up with Posse.
(  The meeting started with an explanation of what Posse is and what it isn't for the ten new attendees.  It is a forum for the leaders of local MC organizations to coordinate but not a forum for MC dealers to market to.  It also an expeditious way (email, web site) to get mc related information out to club leaders.
(  Our Web Master, John Sweeney has done a superb job maintaining the Posse web site (www.posse.cc).  We agreed to delete past Posse rosters from the Archive section of the site but start archiving meeting minutes.
(  The group also decided that, rather than sending out meeting minutes to each organization, John Sweeny will post the current minutes on the web site so they are available to all members and potential members.
(  In the members section on the posse website, a link to each MC’s website can be accessed by clicking on their organizations name. 

(  Vendor's lists were discussed again.  This will be a page on our web site that will list the web sites and contact info for mc related vendors.  The list is intended to provide Posse members with quick and easy access for inviting vendors to their club events.  George Barrington will attempt to acquire an initial vendors list from a contact he has.  Once we have this up and running, members will also be able to recommend additions or deletions. 
(  The major activities list for all the organizations was discussed and members were reminded that the purpose of that list is to show the dates of each organization's major charity event, rally, or fund raiser for the year so other clubs can support that event and not schedule their major event on the same date.  The activities calendar will be maintained on our web site with each club's major event(s) reflected in bold and other local events included for planning purposes.
(  The web site Activities Calendar will also have a link to the responsible club so, members can go to that club's site for details of an event. 
(  Each organization discussed, and coordinated, their 2011 major events for inclusion on the 2011 Activities calendar.  The 2011 Posse Events Calendar will be posted on the Posse web site within a week or so.  
(  Erik Hart, briefed the group on the 7 May Epic Memorial Ride in memory of Anita 
Zaffke and in support of the motorcycle awareness organization, The Black Nail Brigade.  They have coordinated with Top Cats for help in planning and executing the ride. Posse members were alerted that, due to the increasing size of this event, we may need to collectively help with additional road captains.
(  Larry Woods and Jeff Woolard, Elgin Area Organization, updated the group on this year's 15 May Little Angels Ride out of Woodstock HD and Cindy Blaski, High Road Riders discussed the 30 April Blessing of the Bikes event at Willow Creek Community Church.  

(  Gary Bogolin, McHenry County Road Pirates informed the group about their Hawgs & Hot Dogs Krusin 4 Kids Ride on 26 June and the support of the Bikers Take AAIM 
against Drunk Drivers ride on 22 August.  More details on the Events Calendar when 
they become available.
(  Denise Runge invited Posse members to the Palatine H.O.G. meeting on 3 Nov, at Eskape in Buffalo Grove.  Their guest speaker will be David Struwing, the lead instructor from T.O.P.S.Motorcycle Training discussing Street Survival.

(  Anthony Klosky reminded members that, in addition to all of the Veteran and troop related support activities, there are also many people in retirement homes, nursing homes, and hospitals who deserve our support and attention.
(  ALR 703, Rolling Thunder IL-2, ALR 911, Palatine HOG, Lake Shore H.O.G. discussed a variety of events planned for 2011.  Details will be listed on the Posse web site as they become available.
( Safety issues were discussed including road hazards and traffic light cameras.  Discussions were a good source of information for taking safety related items back to the various clubs.  

(  The roster and club contact lists were updated and will be e-mailed to members.  Leadership changes anticipated for 2010/2011 will be published as they occur. 
(  Attendees were reminded that, if they have a change to the Events Calendar, simply send Wayne (wkirkpa177@aol.com) and John Sweeney (asstdirector@lakeshorehog.com) an email so they can notify everyone and update the web site.
(  At the conclusion of the meeting, Wayne informed the group that he is collecting used lap top computers that will be refurbished and presented to wounded soldiers at various military hospitals by a the non – profit group Gathering of Eagles.  Anyone interested in donating a lap top can contact Wayne.
(  Following the meeting, Craig Westfall, President, Blue Knights, IL XII, recommended that we check on the availability of "Posse" strip patches.  Great idea that Lee Murphy will follow up on and get cost estimates.  When we get that info, we will advise members and get a decision.
The next meeting will be in the Spring of 2011, at Tin Man's Sports Pub, Fox River Grove, Illinois.  Wayne will coordinate the date / location as we near Mar/Apr 2011.
