2. DISSCUSSIONS.
A. Thanx to the McHenry Moose Riders, Lodge 691, who hosted the meeting at their lodge hall, again, with breakfast available at a small fee.  This is an outstanding venue for meetings and MC events.  
B. Posse now includes 46 MC organizations and is 19 years old.

C. With new members attending, a brief discussion of the history and purpose of Posse was held and an explanation of how it works including getting club leaders together, web contact list for clubs, meeting minutes. attendees’ lists, leaders roster. Key events calendar, Posse tabs and, that we allow no dealers or marketing to the Posse.

b. GRASS – Ric Case – Top Cats, City Limits HOG

i. Discussed the Group Riding and Safety Seminar that includes

1. Group formations and hand signals

2. Rider preparation

3. Riding two up

4. Accident scene organization

5. Road captain training

ii. Class is 3+ hours, no practical work and open to all

c. E15 Approved for increased sales  Federal government increased limits on E15 sales so, beware when refueling that you have the right fuel selected. NO motorcycles have been certified for E15 due to engine damage.
d. House bill 2402 – vehicle noise levels. Motorcycles db changed. Cannot exceed 82 town / 86 db highway. Enforcement Problems. More likely to get ticketed for reckless operation.  Just don’t ride loud and aggressive.
e. Illinois Trade In Tax – The current sales tax rate in Illinois is 6.25%, but many regions add their own sales tax on top of that. For example, total tax in Chicago is 10.25%. Throughout the state, the average sales tax stands at 8.74%. The tax on trade-ins cannot be avoided by crossing state borders. It also applies to out-of-state purchases.

i. To demonstrate the cost of the new tax, a rider who trades in their bike valued at $20,000 to get a new bike valued at $35,000, would only be taxed on the remaining price after the trade-in; in this case, $15,000. Using Illinois average sales tax, the cost would come out to $1,311.

ii. Under the new law, the rider would be taxed for everything over $10,000. Thus, they would end up paying taxes on $25,000, resulting in a sales tax of $2,185. That's $874 more.

g. Guest Speaker – Marc Shuman  –  Shuman Legal (www.shumanlegal.com)

i. Marc discussed his interest in preventing MC accidents and his efforts at establishing contacts in the motorcycle community.

ii. Shuman Legal’s areas of practice range from motorcycle injury through dog bites, workman’s comp, etc.  Visit their web site for details.

iii. The firm belongs to the National Association of Motorcycle Injury Attorneys (NAMIL) as a founding member.

iv. They have a Biker VIP program with many valuable benefits, a biker newsletter and are promoting the NAMIL Win A Harley drawing. Marc’s new book regarding motorcycles will be available shortly.

v. Marc offered to visit clubs to review individual insurance policies for members.
